Wesley Table is sponsored by the United Methodist Studies program at the University of Dubuque Theological Seminary.  It provides United Methodist students with an opportunity to gather with other United Methodist students, faculty, and representatives from the surrounding Annual Conferences of the UMC.  Wesley Table had its genesis under Dr. Egon Gerdes in the late 1980s and was hosted by the Grand View United Methodist Church, which provided a home-cooked meal every Wednesday.  Wesley Table moved to the University of Dubuque Theological Seminary campus when the Grand View congregation relocated to the northwestern edge of Dubuque.  Wesley Table provides a forum for distinctively Methodist fellowship and support but also the opportunity to learn about United Methodism in the surrounding Annual Conferences and to build relationships with United Methodist leaders.  Wesley Table is partially funded by generous donations from alumni and friends of the United Methodist Studies Program at UDTS.

United Methodist Studies Program at UDTS

The United Methodist Studies Program was officially inaugurated in 1972 under the leadership of Iowa Bishop, James S. Thomas, and has enjoyed the endorsement of the University Senate of the UMC since that time.  There have been Methodist professors at UDTS continuously since 1960.  Methodist students have attended UDTS as early as 1915.
