OVERVIEW/COURSE DESCRIPTION 

This course is the first half of a two-semester survey of the history of Christianity. Its objective is to 

familiarize students with the history and teachings of the Christian Church from early in the second 

century to the beginning of the sixteenth century.  

Three Credits. Letter grade only. Prerequisites: None for M.Div., M.A.; others by permission. 

 

COURSE OBJECTIVES 

By participating fully in this class, students will: 

1. Be able to tell the story of Christianity from the second through the fifteenth centuries. 

2. Be able to identify and discuss the development of major theological and ethical teachings, practices, 

debates, and leaders of the church in these centuries. 

3. Be able to read, discuss, and critically analyze historical and theological texts. 

4. Grow in character and gain wisdom for ministry by bringing their faith into conversation with 

Christians of past centuries, recognizing the diversity of Christian traditions and the distinctive 

features of their own. 

5. Develop an eager curiosity for further study of Church history.
