OVERVIEW/COURSE DESCRIPTION

This seminar will examine the development of the Presbyterian/Reformed tradition with a special
emphasis on the history and Book of Confessions of the Presbyterian Church (USA).

2. Be able to identify and analyze major theological and ethical teachings as articulated in the
Book of Confessions of the Presbyterian Church (USA)

3. Be able to use the Book of Confessions of the Presbyterian Church (USA) as a theological
resource for interpreting the Scriptures

4. Grow in the ability to be led by the Confessions as you lead the people of God.

5. Develop an eager curiosity for further study of church history and the Confessions.
